St. Valentine’s Day Massacre

On January 16th, 1920, Andrew Volsted, an American 
Congressman, implemented his eighteenth amendment-
Prohibition-also known as “The Noble Experiment”. 
The idea was to rid America of all crime and corruption 
by making the possession or consumption of alcohol 
forbidden, and punishable all the way up to Supreme 
Court.
The result was, of course, the complete opposite. 

Although it did bring down the level of petty crime 
by about 30 %, Prohibition became the doorway to 
organized crime in the States, the catalyst to bloody 

Running booze became so lucrative that as the crime czar of Chicago, Al Capone’s fortune was 
estimated at sixty million dollars.  He had an empire worth protecting, at any cost.
And so it was, that the most violent, bloody and notorious gangland slaying in history came 

about inside the S.M.C. Cartage Co. Garage in Chicago at 10:30 a.m, February 14th, 1929.
Dubbed by newspapers as the “St. Valentine’s Day Massacre” it was a simple, yet clever plan to 

take out Capone’s biggest rival gang-George “Bugs” Moran & his henchmen. 
Although six men died within a few seconds of the ambush, the plan was somewhat a failure, as 

Bugs was running late that fateful morn.  The Kingpin escaped
How did seven criminals, with an endless supply of weapons & well known for a capability for 

brutality get suckered into being so easily slaughtered?  Capone’s plan was cleverly devised. He 
himself made sure he was in Florida at the time. He had his men use a police wagon, two dressing 
as uniformed cops, and two as plainclothes police. When the two” cops” entered the garage, 
Moran’s men assumed it was a routine bust, allowed themselves to be disarmed, turned their backs 

machine guns, killing all but one of the gangsters within seconds. Frank Gusenberg, despite 22 
slugs in his body, actually survived for a few short hours, but refused to talk.
When the bloodbath was over, the two uniformed “policemen” left the building with the other 

two “cops” that were dressed in plainclothes shackled in handcuffs. Hence, any witnesses thought 

the gangsters a clean getaway. 
Despite all the compelling evidence no one was ever brought to trial for the heinous crime, 

although it is without hesitation that Al Capone was always the one and only suspect. 

blunder ever in the history of American politics. 
“It is time” declared President Roosevelt “For America to have a drink!”
